Prayer Topics

1. The 3 Branches of Government (Executive, Legislative and Judicial)

Prayer: “Lord, we pray that You would empower and protect our president and
his leadership teams as they uncover corruption, fraud, and waste in all areas of
our federal government. Bring righteousness, integrity and truth back as the
foundation of our national culture. Help us to once again govern ourselves
through godly values and personal responsibility. And we pray our influence in
the world will be godly and righteous.”

Prayer: “Father, we thank You that Your biblical pattern is to root up what is not
from You and to build and plant according to Your will. We thank You that You
are hastening Your Word to perform Your will, and the people working in this
new administration are simply the hands you are using to accomplish it.”

e “See, | have this day set thee over the nations and over the
kingdoms, to root out, and to pull down, and to destroy, and to
throw down, to build, and to plant... for | will hasten my word to
perform it.” Jeremiah 1:10, 12b (KJV)

Prayer: “We pray every strategy of the enemy to lie and conspire against the
truth being unveiled be brought to nought.”

e “The Lord bringeth the counsel of the heathen to nought: he maketh
the devices of the people of none effect. The counsel of the Lord
stands forever, the thoughts of his heart to all generations.” Psalm
33:10-11 (KJV)

Prayer: “We yield our government to the Kingdom of God jurisdiction:”
e Forthe Lord is our judge, the Lord is our lawgiver, the Lord is our
king; he will save us.” Isaiah 33:22 (KJV)



Prayer: “We pray for all leadership in this nation, elected and appointed, in all
three branches of government; in all states, cities, towns, and rural
communities; that from this point on until Jesus comes back for His Church,
these officials shall fear the Lord and rule with wisdom.”

e ‘He who rules over men must be just, Ruling in the fear of God.” 2

Samuel 23:3b (KJV)

2. Divine Protection at The U.S. Border

Prayer: “Father God, we pray that you would establish our first line of
protection for our national borders, which is maintaining our spiritual borders.
Forgive us for being slack in reminding all our neighbors and all U.S. residents
that You are the only true God and our protection comes from You.”
e “lam the Lord, and there is none else, there is no God beside me...
and beside me there is no savior.” Isaiah 45:5a, 43:11b (KJV)

Prayer: “O God, we acknowledge that Jesus is Lord over the United States of
America, and we pray that Your blessings will flow once again to set us on high
above all nations of the earth.”

o “Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord; and the people whom
he hath chosen for his own inheritance... the Lord will set thee on
high above all nations of the earth.” Psalm 33:12, Deuteronomy
28:1b (KJV)

Prayer: “Father, thank you that You have fortified our gates of entry at our
borders, and now there is peace instead of human trafficking and drug
smuggling.”
e “For he hath strengthened the bars of thy gates; he hath blessed thy
children within thee. He maketh peace in thy borders...” Psalm
147:13-14a (KJV)

Prayer: “Lord, we bind and cast out the spirit of division in this nation. We pray
You will unify this nation by providing divine wisdom to our leaders to adopt
and enforce an immigration policy that executes righteousness for the
oppressed while bringing punishment to the evildoers.”
e “The Lord executeth righteousness and judgment for all that are
oppressed.” Psalm 103:6 (KJV)



e “Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord’s sake:
whether it be to the king, as supreme; or unto governors, as unto
them that are sent by him for the punishment of evildoers, and for
the praise of them that do well.” | Peter 2:13-14 (KJV)

3. Kingdom Wealth Transfer
a. “First, we pray for our nation:”

Prayer: “Father God, we pray that as this nation returns to you, that the
financial stability of our economy will return and family legacies to pass on
wealth to our children’s children will also return.”

e “If thou return to the Almighty, thou shalt be built up, thou shalt put
away iniquity far from thy tabernacles. Then shalt thou lay up gold as
dust, and the gold of Ophir as the stones of the brooks. Yea, the
Almighty shall be thy defence, and thou shalt have plenty of silver.”
Job 22:23-25 (KJV)

b. Now we will pray for our families to prosper:
e “Blessed is the man that feareth the Lord, that delighteth greatly in
his commandments. His seed shall be mighty... and blessed. Wealth
and riches shall be in his house...” Psalm 112:1-3 (KJV)

c. Pray that every believer will prosper.

Prayer: “Show us how to seek first Your kingdom for every area of our lives, so
we’ll never again have an unmet need as your covenant children:”

e “Therefore, take no thought, saying, what shall we eat? Or what shall
we drink? Or, wherewithal shall we be clothed? (For after all these
things do the Gentiles seek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that
ye have need of all these things. But seek ye first the kingdom of
God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto
you.” Matthew 6:31-33 (KJV)



e “For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was
rich, yet for your sakes he become poor, that ye through his poverty
might be rich.” 2 Corinthians 8:9 (KJV)

4. Global Great Awakening and Revival

Prayer: “And now Lord, we pray a great awakening across the nations, and a
revival for those who need a refreshing of their zeal and commitment to You
God, and a reigniting of their faith, to lay hold of every good thing that you have
promised us.”

a. “We pray that our churches and homes will be filled with Your Word and
Your presence:”
e “And daily in the temple, and in every house, they ceased not to
teach and preach Jesus Christ.” Acts 5:42 (KJV)

b. “We pray for revival in every city:”

e “And the next Sabbath day came almost the whole city together to
hear the word of God... many of them which heard the word
believed; and the number of the men was about five thousand.” Acts
13:44, Acts 4:4 (KJV)

Prayer: “Lord of the Harvest, we pray You would raise up more laborers so we
can reach entire regions and nations with the gospel and with signs and
wonders:”
e “.. thedisciples (were) daily in the school of one Tyrannus. And this
continued by the space of two years; so that all they which dwelt in
Asia heard the word of the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks. And
God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul.” Acts 19:9b-11
(KJV)

Prayer: “We pray that Your Church shall cause nations to leave the darkness and
come to the light of Christ: ”

e “All the ends of the world shall remember and turn unto the lord:
and all the kindreds of the nations shall worship before thee. For the
kingdom is the Lord’s: and he is the governor among the nations.”
Psalm 22:27-28 (KJV)
